Philately is the study of stamps and postal history and other related items. lt also refers

to the collection, appreciation and research activittes on stamps and other philatelic products.

Philately is a delightful hobby. Philately satisfies one s aesthetic tastes and educates by

expanding knowledge about interestrng details of politics, history, prominent personalities,

lndian and lnternational events, geography, flora and fauna, agriculture, science, monuments.

scientists, modes of transport etc. whrch delights collectors. This scheme's main objective is

to enrich students with knowledge via the medium of stamps and interesting phtlatelic

products

Promoting Philately as a hobby amongst Children

The hobby of collecting Stamps includes seeking, locating, acquiring, organizing,

cataloguing displaying. storing, and maintaining them. Stamp collections can differ in a wide

variety of respects, boih in the nature and scope of the stamps collected but aiso in purpose,

presentation, and so forth. The hobby can iead to social connections between peoole with

similar interests and the development of new friendships. Collecting is also aSsociated with

rnemory by association and the need for the human brain to catalogue and crganize
information and gtve meaning to one's actions.

The potentiai customers can be diviCed broadly into categories like philatelists

collectors. students. comrnon public, institLrtions and dealers. lt is important to catch

imagination of the young children at an early age so that Philately as a hobby can be cultivated

The median average age, when a Philatelist starts collecting, is (10-12) and tt is imperative
that efforts towards promotion of Philately should target this age group prominently. At this

age the knowledge gathered through the hobby and various spin offs of pursuing Philately can

help in Child's overall development and career advancements. Stamps collection, when
picked up as a childhood hobby can become a lifelong pursuit. Collectors who begin early in
iife often modify their aims when they get older.

it is rmporlant to attract more and more chrldren to take up Phtlatel;r as a hobby at a
young age and therefore there is a need to malnstream philately through education and

rnceniivize it. ln this direction. Deparlment has already taken steps forward by inviting students

to visit Naiional Philatelic [Vluseum. post offices etc to acquaint with the slamps philatelic

items etc. During these visits. various activities are organized iike quiz. workshops. letter
wriling, siamp design competitton etc

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2. Deen Dayal SPARSH Yojana

Objective

Under the Deen Dayal SPARSH Yojana (Scholarship for Promotion of Aptitude &

Research in Stamps as a Hobby or SPARSH) annual scholarships are awarded to those
students who have good academic record and also pursue Philately as a hobby for
reinforcing the efforts aimed towards increasing the reach of Philately. lt is expected that such
a scholarship can provide fillip to not only Philately but also project a positive imageof DOP &
create ambassadors for Philately & DOP. The objective of the scholarship is to

. Promote Philately among children at a young age in a sustainable manner that can

reinforce and supplement the academic curriculum in addition to providing a hobby that
can help them relax and de-stress.

. Encourage Philatelic activities in School,

. lnvolvement of School administration in Philately,

. Giving greater visibility to Philately across the spectrum,

r Create awareness about Philately among parents, academicians, children and
public at large.

. Mainstreaming of Philately in School & educational curriculum,

. Creation of linkages between younger generation and Philatelists,

Key features of the scheme

. Every Postal Circle has to provide a maximum total of 40 scholarships having
maximum of 10 students each from Standard Vl, Vll, Vlll& lX.

. These scholarships will be provided quarterly to the students studying as regular
students in class Vl-lX in recognized schools.

. Scholarship will be provided to students to students pursuing Philately as a hobbyand
who satisfy the eligibility condition and qualify in the selection procedure.

. The amount of Scholarship is to be Rs. i000i - per annum.

. Selecttons to the scholarship would be for one year and there would be no bar onan
already selected student applying for the scholarship next year provided he/she fulfils
other criterion.

Eligibility condition

. Candidate must be a student (class Vl-lX) of a recognized School within lndia.

. Concerned School should have a Philately Club and the candidate should be a
member of the Club,

. ln case the School Philately Club has not been established. a student having hisown
Philately Deposit Account may also be considered-

. Requirement of having a Philately Deposit AccounUMembership of the School
Philately Club would be with respect to the Date of Application and the student
applying would have to mention the same in his/her application form

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. A candidate must have good academic record. At the time of selection for awardof
scholarship, the candidate must have scored at least 60% marks or equivalentgrade/
grade point in the recent final examination. There will be 5% relaxation forSClST.

General Conditions

. An awardee is eligibie for the scholarship provided helshe maintains good conductand
continues hislher studies as a regular student.

. Scholarship may be revoked at any point of time by the competent authority(CPMG)
on finding any irregularities in the eligibility criteria.

r A student must continue to have a PDA account and continue to be a member of
Philatelic club during the scholarship-awarding period.

Selection Procedure

A two level selection process is to be adopted for conducting the Quiz and
Philately Project. At the f i level, a written test will be conducted at regional level
which would act as a Screening Test and students selected atfirst levelwill have
to submit a Philately Project for final selection at 2''d level.
There will be no weightage of the marks secured in Philately Quiz in the final
evaluation and the final seiection would be decided solely on the basis of the
marks secured in Philateiy Project
For any given Circle, the written test would be conducted simultaneousiy at all
regional centers. All arrangements with regard to conduction of the test wouldbe
the responsibility of the Circles.
Guidelines regarding Philately Written Quiz at regional level.
Question papers for the written quiz to be conducted at regional levei will be
prepared by the circle & same set of paper should be used across region.
Philately Quiz will comprise of 50 Multiple Choice Questions (MCQ's) Each
question will be of one mark with no negative marking. Preferably, OMR sheet may
be usedfor answering of these questions, which would aid in evaluatron.
The Multiple Choice Question (MCO) format based Quiz test would contain 50
(Fifty) questions which would be chosen from following sublect areas in the
following proportion:

Therefore, the framing of Quiz question paper would be done considering the knowledge
levels of participating students from class Vlth to class lXth.

. Circles would select through the written quiz approximately four times the numberof
scholarship to be given at circle level i.e. about 160 students at regional level.

E. Philately Project for final selection-

r After finalizing the list of candidates selected in the Quiz, Circles would issue
communication to the selected candidates detailing them of the list of Philately Project
Topics & broad guidelines to be followed for writing their project. The candidates
selected at Philately Written Quiz can choose one topic from the list tosubmit the
project.

r The time given for the preparation and submission of project can be 15 days & the
project can be directly submitted to the CPMG office through RegisteredlSpeed Post.

o The Philately Project should not be of more than 4 to 5 pages. ln the project, student
may use not more than 16 stamps and not more than 500 words. Detailedguidelines
regarding the Project & sample project template may be issued by Circles,

. Project work on Philately, copy of School lD card, copy of the result of last final
examination all duly attested from Pnncipal of School may be subrnrtted to CPMG
Office. The prolect should be sent in original.

. Project would be 4-5 pages work on Philately containing the original creative work
performed by the candidate on the Philately subject. To know more about Philatelya
candidate may visit lndra Post website @ h{S.lgoSlaSg-qlanpS.gov.ipl dedicated to
Philately.

. The committee constituted at circle level will do the evaluation of the Project. A
committee comprising of DPS or other DoP officers & eminent Philatelist nominated
by CPMG would evaluate the Project & shortlist the candidate for scholarship.

.. The committee would recommend a list of top 40 students considering 10 students
maximum from each of the Vl, Vll, Vlll & lX class

r Once, the merit isfinalized, projects submitted bythe students be returned in original

Disbursement of Scholarship

o The awardees will be asked to open Joint account with parents in lndia Post Payment
Bank or Post Office Savings Bank in a branch, which has core bankingfacility,

o Each Postal Circle will select the awardees and hand over the list of beneficiariesto
IPPB/POSB for payment of scholarship;

. IPPB/POSB will ensure that the scholarship is paid to awardees on quarterly basis (Rs.
1500/- each quarteri after getting the list from each Circle;

an annual activity.

' Quiz content should be new and innovative every year and must be clubbed with philately
Carnival & interactive activities

Department of Posts had iaunched a scholarship scheme on Philately: "Deen Dayal SPARSH
Yojana" (Scholarship for Promotion of Aptitude & Research in Stamps as a Hobby), fev,, )-ears
back, for generating interest on Philately amongst students.

Aboutthe scheme:

Students of class VI to IX having good acader,nic record and pursuing philately as a hobby wili be
al.r,arded scholarship on the basis of Philately Quiz & Philately Project to. be conducted by
Regional/Circle Office(s). The amount of Scholarship per awardee is Rs. 6,ooo/-per annum (for
one year only).

Saiient Features of the Scheme:

r. Eligibility Conditions:

a. A candidate must be a student (Ciass Vl to lX) of a recognized School nithin lndia.

b. Concerned Sehool should have a Philately Club and the candidate should be a member of the
rtl,,1-ul u 1r.

c. fn case the School Phiiately Club hasn't been established, a student having his own
Philately Deposit Account may also be considered.

d. A candidate must have good academic record. At the time of selection for award of scholarship
the candidate must have scored at least 6o% marks or equivalent grade/ grade point in the recent
finai examination (i.e. V, VI, VII & VIII final exams for students studying in W, VtrI, VIII, & IX
respectively). Copies of progress report/marks card/certificate from the school authorities should
be enclosed aiong with the application form. There will be 5% relaxation for the SC/ST
candidates.)

e. Requirement of having a Philately Account/Membership of the Schooi Philately CIub would be
with respect to the Date of Application and the student appbring would have to mention the same
in his/her application form. This is mandatory.

z. Selection Process:

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a. Level r: - A Philately Written Quiz at Regional level rt'ill be conducted on r9e Septernber,
2o2S (Friday), at rr.oo Hrs. by Postal authorities in their respective Regions which would act
as a screening test for the second levei. The last date of receipt of application is 8tr September,
2.oz5. Time duration for the written quiz test willbe One hour. The Regions will announce the
result of Philately Quiz by roe October, 2o2S positively. Department of posts reserves the right
to change the dates at a later stage. Participants are requested to regularly visit the WB Circle
website https:/lwestbengalpost.gov.in/competition and keep themselves updated about
the scheme from time to time.

b. Level z: Philately Project: Students selected at tire Regional Ler el Written Quiz, wi}l have to
submit a Philately Project for final seiection within 15 (fifteen) days after their selection is
announced. There will be no weightage of marks secured in Philately Quiz in the final evaluation
and the final selection would be decided solely on the basis of the marks secured in Philately
Proiect.

The results of the selected candidates of the quiz will be upioaded on West Bengal Postai Circle
website htEls://westbengalpost.gov.in/competition and details of the list of Philately
Project topics & broad guidelines to be followed for writing their project will also be provided. The
candidates selected in Philately Written Quiz can submit their project on any one of the topics
from the list to be provided, within rS (flfteen) days to the concerned Regional Office. Participants
are requested to regularly visit the website and keep themselves updated about the scheme from
time to time.

Philately Written Quiz wiil be a Muitiple-Choice Question (i\'ICQ) quiz consisting of So (Fifty)
questions from foliowing subject areas in the following proportion:
